We are a group of talented
photographers and this is a great opportunity to showcase your work and our club.

The maximum horizontal dimension allowed is 1920 pixels and the maximum vertical
di mension allowed is 1080 pixels.

1 Printimages: Gail will collect the print images at the competition night on 9" March.

Prints must be mounted and mounts must not exceed 40cm x 50cm (16in x 20in). The
maximum mount, matte and print thickness is 5mm. All prints must have a title no longer
than30c har acters and be correctly | abell ed

The limit is 2 print images and 2 digital images per person, and overall the club can submit
15 prints and 15 digital images.

Long-exposure photography
According to Wikepidia:

Long-exposure photography or time-exposure photography or slow shutter photography
involves using a long-duration shutter speed to sharply capture the stationary elements of
images while blurring, smearing, or obscuring the moving elements.

Long-exposure photography captures one element that conventional photography does not:
time.

The paths of bright moving objects become clearly visible. Clouds form broad bands, head and
tail lights of cars become bright streaks, stars form trails in the sky and water smooths over.

Long exposure photography can be achieved as a result of low light conditions such as
night time or due to the use of ND filters (Neutral Density) which simulate low light
conditions during the day time.

In either case, to get good results, the following equipment is highly desirable;

- A good stable tripod - Hand holding your camera for long exposure photography may
result in blurred photos. If you do not have a tripod it will be hecessary to use some other
method of keeping your camera absolutely still while taking your photo.

- A wireless or cableremotecontrol-You dond6t want to use the cam
button as touching your camera during long exposure photography may result in a blurred
photo. If you do not have a remote control, an alternative method is to use the delay
ti mer . However, this method is not avail abl e wl

- Neutral density (ND) filter/s - If you decide you want to give ND photography a try, ND
filters come in a couple of different types and many different brands. There are the round,
screw-in type which screw into the thread on the end of your lens or there are the square
and rectangle type which slides into a bracket which is first fitted to the end of your lens.
Both types have their pros and cons.

0 The screw-in type are less expensive, simpler to use and less bulky to store and
carry in your kit but they are also less versatile in that you generally can only use one
at a time and are harder to use in combination with other filters. Also, constantly
screwing them on and off your lens can be cumbersome, inconvenient and annoying.

o The square slide in type are much more expensive and generally come as a kit with a
number of components. They are initially more involved to fit onto the end of your
lens but are easier to clip on and off once fitted. They are also more versatile as they
allow for multiple filters to be used together.

When attempting long exposure photography it should be noted that generally most
cameras allow for shutter speeds of up to a maximum of 30 seconds in Auto, Aperture
priority, Shutter priority and Manual modes.

So, depending on lighting conditions, camera settings and whatever accessories or equipment
you are using, your camera can allow a shutter speed of up to a maximum of 30 seconds in
these modes.
