Late entries will not be accepted.  

Photograph of the Year Rules: 

At the end of the year, each member may submit up to three entries, from work submitted in 
competition throughout that year, to compete in the Photograph of the Year competition. 
Images must be entered in the category (print or EDI) that they were originally submitted in 
during the year. Eligible images include any image entered in a club competition during the year 
and any image entered into the Preston inter club, provided it had not been entered into a club 
competition before this year.  Four awards will be made; for the images judged best print and 
best EDI in each of the Novice and Experienced grades.  

The Images of the Year will be judged in a similar manner as a competition night; however, 

points will not be allocated that will contribute the Photographer of the Year.   

The Images of the Year winners will be announced on the night.
